Pre-Approvals are a written statement of Road Manager
consent that applies to a vehicle category, instead of a
specific permit application/vehicle.

Objectives are to:

— Streamline processes,

— Reduce administrative burden, and

— Reduce turnaround times for NHVR and road managers

May pre-approve:
— an inclusive list of roads

— an area, with or without excluded structures/roads

Subject to regular review, may be withdrawn or
amended
